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U.S. & Russia Exploring Ways to be Become Strategic Partners in Developing Innovative Medicines

Philadelphia, PA, April 21, 2010 — While the U.S. remains the current world leader in bio-pharmaceutical innovation, Russia has adopted a goal to become a major exporter of innovative medicines and healthcare technologies by 2020. Russia recently overhauled its medicines law and has set a firm timetable for transition to compliance with Good Manufacturing Practices and to integrate registration requirements for international clinical trials.

“Countries around the world are competing to be the leaders in developing innovative medicines,” said James Class, Associate Vice President of International Affairs at Pharmaceutical Research & Manufacturers of America. “Russia and the U.S. can be partners in this competition. The winners will be patients around the globe, who will have faster access to new medicines.”

With Russia’s growth as an innovator, numerous opportunities and challenges arise. How can the U.S. and Russia work together as strategic partners? What areas of partnership do companies see in basic research, commercialization, and future alliances? How do we achieve the right policies in the U.S. and Russia to make partnership possible? These questions will be explored at the Russian-American Pharmaceutical Conference at Philadelphia City Hall on April 27th.

This conference, the first of its kind, will kick off the 12th Annual Russian-American Innovation Technology week, which will highlight the biotechnology, nanotechnology, and the pharmaceutical industries, and will conclude with participation in the world’s largest biotechnology exhibition: the 2010 BIO International Convention in Chicago.  The Russian delegation that will take part in the 12th RANIT-BIO will consist of representatives from the foremost Russian companies in biotechnology and related industries.             

“The Russian American Innovation Technology week has grown significantly as more businesses, governments, and academic institutions see opportunities for mutual growth and benefit,” said Val Kogan, President of the Mid-Atlantic Russian Business Council. “We want to thank the numerous co-organizers, partners, and sponsors have enabled this success.”

The conference will consist of in-depth discussions of the investment climate and key policy issues for Russia and the U.S. The conference will also include a panel with representatives from the Health and the Business Development Working-Groups of the US-Russia Bilateral Presidential Commission.  The panel will provide an update on the status of ongoing activities in the Working Groups, including plans for enhancing collaboration between the United States and Russia in the areas of public health and biomedical research, and a discussion of policy priorities in these areas.
